PhotoBARRYthon – Event Rules

1. PhotoBARRYthon is an event that starts on Sunday 7th August 2022 at Memo Arts Centre, Gladstone Rd, Barry, CF62 8NA.
2. You can use smartphones or digital cameras. 
3. If using a digital camera you must provide your own memory card, which must be empty of images at the beginning of the day; only memory cards with exactly 6 (or 4) images will be accepted at the end. 
4. If using a phone, when submitting your images at the end, only the last 6 (or 4) photos in the phone will be accepted.
5. For the 6 hour event you must create 6 Photos, on 6 Topics, in 6 Hours. 
6. For the 2 hour events you must create 4 Photos, on 4 Topics, in 2 Hours.
7. The photos must be in the same order that the topics appear on the list given to you. This means that topic 1 is first on the memory card, followed by topic 2, 3, 4 etc. Only one photo for each topic. 
8. You can create many photos for one topic, but BEFORE you shoot the next topic you MUST have only one photo for the topic on your memory card/device. Only 1 photo is eligible for entry per topic. Photos must be in the topic list order. We will only take the last 6 photos on your device or memory card in the order that they appear.
9. All photos must be created on the same camera.
10. All photographs must be taken on the day of the event during stated times. You are not permitted to submit photos that have not been created during PhotoBARRYthon.
11. [bookmark: _Hlk48744933]Start times for the 6 hour event will be staggered, from 9.00am -10.00am. However, if you turn up at 10am and there is a queue you will still need to finish by 4pm.
12. All images must be shot as JPEG files in the highest resolution possible on your device. RAW files will not be accepted.
13. You are free to use flashguns, filters and tripods.
14. No post processing is allowed.
15. To complete PhotoBARRYthon you must return your memory card/smartphone for downloading at Memo Arts Centre. You are encouraged to download your photos using a personal Google Drive Link, to reduce queuing at Memo. This will be emailed to you once you have booked your ticket. 
16. For the 6 hour event completion is available from 3.00pm - 4.00pm at the Memo.
17. Entries after these times will not be eligible for judging. 
18. The overall winner of the 6 hour event competition will be aged 24 years or under. If you are 25 years of age or above, you will not be eligible to win the prize for overall winner in this event, but you can still participate.
19. Any child over the age of 3 can participate. All under the age of 16 must be accompanied by an adult. Ages 16 - 17 must have a signed authorisation from their parents or guardians.
20. This is a family event, please keep this in mind when taking your photos and keep the images you create suitable for viewing by all. Any image deemed inappropriate will be disqualified from the event. This includes photos reflecting pornography, hate speech, representations of violence or discrimination. 
21. Access to camera memory card and smartphones are a requirement of PhotoBARRYthon. It is the responsibility of the owner to ensure that their cameras, smartphones and all equipment are suitably insured. We accept no liability for any damage to equipment. 
22. Please remember that a person or persons who are the SOLE FOCUS of a photo must give you their permission to photograph them and for us to publish their photo in an exhibition. Please be sensitive about who and what you photograph.
